If the last two people evoked are left with light burns on the right foot for Abakar and a loss of consciousness that lasted several minutes for Yaya, the eldest of the unfortunate trio was badly struck and evacuated urgently in a private hospital center, located in the Bamyanga district.
If his life prognosis is not engaged, the victim suffers from serious injuries.The report also indicates that the house was completely destroyed by lightning.
Far from being an isolated case, cases of lightning falling from the sky have become over the years, a common occurrence in each rainy period.
In the same locality, a year ago, several heads of oxen which fell after a discharge of the same type.
