These tragic incidents serve as a chilling reminder of the importance of taking precautions during thunderstorms. Inspector Milton Mundembe, the provincial police spokesperson, has urged the public to exercise extreme caution during such weather events.
Inspector Mundembe advised, "Our hearts go out to the families of the victims. We urge everyone to stay indoors during thunderstorms and avoid using electronic devices. Seeking shelter under trees or structures should also be avoided at all costs."
